In 1937, WMU'’s state missions offering was named “The
Mrs. J.D. Chapman Offering for State Interests” to honor Mrs. Chapman’s strong mis-
sions leadership. In 1985, the name was changed to the “Janie Chapman Offering.” The
permanent logo of SC WMU combines the symbols of WMU & SC.

The torch, which gives the logo its defining focus, was taken from the permanent insignia
of WMU. It symbolizes the taking of Christ, the light of the world. Placed within the out-
line of SC, it symbolizes the task of all SC Baptists to take that same light to our state.
